RROMRS 2010 Mini-Grant Funding

At the Executive Committee meeting on Tuesday, April 20, 2010 discussed the allocations of funding for mini-grants for the hospitals. The funds available for this are:

a. 2010 HPP Grant - $28,319

b. 2009 HPP Grant - $11,648

c. 2008 HPP Grant - $16,083

                   Total - $56,060

It was decided to divide these funds as we have in the past by the size of the hospitals. The following is how it would break down:

a. Non-Critical Access Hospitals will receive $5,096 to spend on their project

b. Critical Access Hospitals will receive $2,548 to spend on their project
The items that can be purchased with these funds can only fall within the guidelines of the above three grants. The items would include

a. Personal Protective Equipment
b. Supplies for Medical Surge. This includes infection control items.
c. Respirators and ventilators

d. Pharmaceutical caches of amoxicillin, doxy and cipro – No anti-virals

e. Additional decon assets and training

Each hospital is to meet internally to decide how they wish to spend these funds. Once this decision is made the will need to submit to the RROMRS Coordinator their request and the reason for the request. After the receive approval for the purchase the hospitals are to follow the same purchasing/reimbursement process as with all other RROMRS funding. The hospital will purchase the item. Then send the invoice to the RROMRS Coordinator and the hospitals will then be reimbursed for the expense.

As with other Cache Supplies if what you purchase is a disposable supply and something that is used daily it may be rotated through the hospital normal supply and the hospital par level will be increased but must remain at the increased level. If the item is strictly a Cache Supply and the hospital uses the items it is their responsibility to replace/restock the items used.
The deadline for reimbursement for this project is August 27, 2010.
